FUGITIVE TASK FORCE

The Fugitive Task Force apprehends wanted felons and other parties who are
wanted for a variety of offenses. This unit is comprised of Deputies Gilbert Maas,
Daniel Nelson, and Brian Panfil. These deputies follow leads and make
subsequent arrests regarding wanted persons while also doing everything else a lay
patrolman does on shift. It is demanding work and requires diligence, patience,
and “leaving no stone unturned” in the pursuit of justice for the victim. These
deputies are also deputized US Marshals and work closely with the Marshals
Offices in Milwaukee and Madison on federal fugitives in our area.

Citizens are reminded that they can call in anonymous tips for persons they know
are wanted by police. They may call 262-741-4441 or email Patrol Captain Scott
McClory at smeclorv(@co.walworth.wi.us with the information. Be sure to provide
name, date of birth, location, description of wanted subject, vehicle(s) he/she
drives, occupation and location of workplace, etc.

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GANG ENFORCEMENT TACTICS UNIT (GETU)

In 2010, Walworth County experienced violent, gang-related incidents. Through
coordinated efforts and communication channels established by GETU,
countywide gang enforcement has met the challenge. Violence increased
substantially countywide with physical assaults, both among gang members on the
street, as well as gang related incidents in the Walworth County Jail. Firearms
continue to be in the hands of gang members. This is consistent with statistics and
projections from the FBI, ATF, State and Federal Fusion Centers.

Deputy Daniel McKinney, secretary of the Midwest Gang Investigators Wisconsin,
was a member of the planning committee for the United States Attorney’s Office
Southeastern Wisconsin Gang Summit in October 2010. His presentation at the
summit “Big City Gangs Could be in a Town Near You” drew praise. McKinney
received a letter of commendation from U.S. Attorney for the Eastern District of
Wisconsin James Santelle for his work on the presentation. Captain Scott McClory,
Detective Robert Sharp, and Deputy McKinney attended the MGIA conference in
St. Louis, Missouri in May along with other members of GETU from Walworth
County.

The Sheriff's Office, as well as many departments countywide, are utilizing the
new gang ID form. The Walworth County Jail has done an outstanding job
implementing this into the booking process as well as their inmate management
duties. As a result, we are identifying many new, previously unknown gang
members. This information will be integrated into the new RMS and we look
forward to connecting with officers statewide to share and receive real-time gang
intelligence. Deputy McKinney and Sgt. Robert Duffey provided training to the
correctional officers on gang member identification.

In January 2010, a targeted gang shooting took place between two previously
identified groups where confirmed firearms activity was previously noted. An
August shooting by gang members involved in an alleged drug transaction left a
man shot and required a multi-jurisdictional manhunt to apprehend the suspects. In
September, a robbery at a local club where a suspect indicated they possessed a
firearm also resulted in a coordinated manhunt to apprehend 4 of 5 suspects, with
the fifth suspect located walking down the interstate several hours later.
Counterparts from Rock County confirmed these subjects were gang members. An
identified gang was also involved in stalking and intimidation of a former member
and his family as he tried to break ties with the gang. The family was stalked by
gang members and harassed.
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An early morning shooting in October brought gang intelligence and tactical
response together for a successful and safe resolution of a dangerous situation.
After a shooting in the City of Delavan, gang members retreated into a house,
leaving their victims battered and injured. Attempts to contact the suspects were
not successful and a SWAT deployment was initiated. It was learned that
uninvolved people, including several small children, were in the house in question.
Through coordinated intelligence efforts and tactical management of the scene to
protect the children, the situation was resolved after several hours with no further
violence.

A homicide took place in Rock County involving members of an Outlaw
Motorcycle Club with ties to Walworth County. Hard work by the Janesville
Street Crime Unit is widely credited with closing that case quickly and effectively.
Unfortunately, there was also another member of an Outlaw Motorcycle Club
whose members have ties to Walworth County, sentenced in the reckless homicide
of an off-duty police officer in Jefferson County in December 2009.

Active gangs identified in Walworth County in 2010 include Latin Kings*,
Hoodlum Folks, Sur 13s*, Spanish Cobras*, Imperial Gangster Disciples, Insane
Unknowns*, Cash Money Mafia, Satan’s Disciples, Maniac Latin Disciples,
Diablos Lobos Motorcycle Club*, Black Pistons Motorcycle Club*, and the
Outlaws Motorcycle Club*. There is also a Hell’s Angels* clubhouse regionally
located in Rockford, Illinois which hosts an annual “run” each spring, causing law
enforcement and intelligence forces to focus on our region as a whole.
